The Standard Conditions of the Museum named after Nicholas Roerich (as a part of the International Centre of the Roerichs) for temporary rendering of the pictures by Nicholas Roerich abroad
Organization of temporary exhibitions of pictures from the collection of the Museum named after Nicholas Roerich is one of the most important directions of our Museum activity. Since 1991 more than 490 exhibitions were organized in Russia and abroad. The temporary exhibitions of the Museum named after Nicholas Roerich include the works by Nicholas Roerich (mostly from “Himalaya” series). All the pictures are included into the Museum Fund of Russian Federation and are protected according to the state law “On the Museum Fund of the Russian Federation and Museums of the Russian Federation” (№ 54-FZ dated April 24, 1996)

A two-sided agreement between the Exhibition Host Side and Museum named after Nicholas Roerich is the base for rendering of the works. For drawing up an Agreement the Exhibition Host Side should send to Museum named after Nicholas Roerich an Application (enclosure 1) and Facilities Report (enclosure 2).


Conditions of rendering
1.
 The minimum term of rendering of the works is two weeks. 

2.
A formal request for rendering should be made by the Exhibition Host Side in writing and addressed to the Director General of the Museum. The formal request should include:

- Name, address, telephone, e-mail address and fax number of the Exhibition place(s) and dates;

- Name, address, telephone, e-mail address and fax number of the Exhibition Host Side;

3.
The government authorities of the country or municipal officials must produce writing guarantee of safekeeping, timely delivery and return of the pictures to Museum named after Nicholas Roerich (Letter of Guarantee, enclosure 3)
4.
The Exhibition Host Side completes and sends to the Museum Facilities Report at least two months in advance of the commencement of the loan.

5.
The Exhibition Host Side pay rent for the right to display the pictures and bears expenses connected with:

· Insurance;

· Expert examination of the works;

· Air transportation “Moscow – place”, “place – Moscow”;

· Medical insurance, visa registration and traveling allowance of the courier(s) accompanying the works, namely: daily allowance, staying at a hotel, air tickets: “Moscow – place – Moscow” during mounting; daily allowance, staying at a hotel, air tickets: “Moscow – place – Moscow” during dismantlement of the exhibition;

· Customs registration on the territory of Russia (out/in Moscow);

-
Customs registration (according Carnet-АТА in the countries - members of this agreement) on the territory of the host country (in/out);

· Providing conditions of safety and security for the works, including: Delivery of the works (with the police escort) from the airport of the host city to the museum and from the museum to the airport on completion of the exhibition; police guarding of the works, including alarm and security systems for the period of the exhibition; optimum conditions for exhibiting the works (temperature 18°-20°C, humidity within 50% ( 5%), safe light levels (within 75 lux) and any special conditions required by and provided in writing in advance by the Museum;

· Mass media promotion and publicity.

6. Transportation, mounting and dismantlement of the works could be accomplished only in presence of the representative(s) of Museum named after Nicholas Roerich.
